Subject: Complaint _regarding illegal _encroachment, misuse of Tribal

(Scheduled Tribe) land, violation of land laws, and financial

exploitation in the name of Sanjeevani Multi-Speciality Hospital,
Ambikapur, Chhattisgarh

HON’BLE SIR,

I, Abhishek Malviya, Advocate, humbly submit that, this complaint is

being filed in public interest seeking urgent intervention of the Hon'ble Prime

Minister's Office with regard to serious illegalities committed in Ambikapur,
District Sarguja, Chhattisgarh, involving Tribal land, private medical

establishment, and misuse of governmental permissions.

1.

It is submitted that a hospital in the name of “Sanjeevani Multi-Speciality
Hospital” is being operated at Near New Bus Stand, Ajabnagar,
Ambikapur, District Sarguja, Chhattisgarh — 497001, and is shown as a
private multi-speciality hospital.

That the hospital is stated to be run by the following partners/doctors:

1. Dr. Ajay Tirkey

2. Dr. Ajay Gupta

3. Dr. Vikas Agrawal

That the aforesaid hospital building is being constructed on the land
belonging to the member of Tribal community (Scheduled Tribe) i.e. Dr.
Ajay Tirkey. Moreover, the management of the Sanjeevani Hospital has
also encroached a nearby land parcel belonging to the State
Government, which is recorded as the Nazul Bhoomi in the Land records
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maintained at the office of Sub-Registrar. The owners of the Hospital
have been found encroaching the government land without any written
permission from the government. In fact, in the ‘year 2024 the revenue \\
officers have explicitly directed the owners/ management of the
Sanjeevani Hospital to vacate the Government Land, however, no action
has been taken till date in the matter. The investigation and enquiry in the
present matter is just and necessary in the public interest.

It is submitted that the facts in a nutshell are as follows:-
a)  The Collector, Sarguja passed an order, dated 22.12.2023, in the
case bearing no. Case No. 121 / A-20(1) / 2022-23. Whereby,
referring to the letter issued by the Government of Chhattisgarh,
Revenue and Disaster Management Department, Mantralaya,
Raipur, bearing No. F-4-85 / Sat-1 / 2023, Nava Raipur, dated
06.10.2023, regarding Nazul land situated at Gram/Mohalla
Namnakala, Tehsil Ambikapur, Nazul Plot No. 613, out of total area
2.26 acres, land measuring 994.2 square meters, and in
continuation of Circular No. F-4-07 / Sat-1 / 2019 dated
24.02.2022, it has been provided that as per the prevailing
guideline rate for the financial year 2023-24, the land shall be
managed/allotted by charging 150% of the market value, additional
2% of the market value for grant of land ownership rights, 0.30%

annual service charge on total market value, along with

infrastructure  development charges and environmental

development charges. Accordingly, the Collector, Sarguja granted
conditional approval for management/allotment of lang ownership

rights in favour of the applicant Dr. Ajay Kumar Tirkey, resident
of Namnakala.

Thereafter, the matter was forwarded to the Nazy| Officer

Ambikapur and it was directed to the Nazy| Officer to ensure
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b)

preparation and execution of the agreement deed along with
annexure — 2, after calculating and depositing the following
amounts in respect of the Nazul Plot No. 613 in the case:

e 150% of the market value,

* Additional 2% of market value for land ownership rights,

* 0.30% annual service charge, infrastructure development

charge and environmental development charge.

Thereafter, the Nazul Officer, Ambikapur, vide its order, dated
16.08.2024, in case no. 224 / A-20(1) / 2021-22, proceeded in the
matter and stated that as per the instructions issued vide Circular
No. F-04-07 / Saat-1/ 2019, dated 11.09.2019, by the Government
of Chhattisgarh, Revenue and Disaster Management Department,
Mantralaya, Nava Raipur, Atal Nagar, the applicant Dr. Ajay Kumar
Tirkey, son of Late Ishaq Tirkey, resident of Namnakala, Tehsil
Ambikapur, District Sarguja, has submitted an application for
management/allotment of Government Nazul Land situated at
Gram/Mohalla Namnakala, Nagar Nigam Ambikapur, Tehsil
Ambikapur, District Sarguja, a part of Nazul Plot No. 613 comprising
of land measuring 994.2 square meters out of total area 2.26 acres.

However, vide Circular No. F-04-14 / Saat-1 / 2024, dated
23.07.2024, the Government of Chhattisgarh has cancelled earlier
circulars dated 11.09.2019, 26.10.2019, 20.05.2020 and
24.02.2022 regarding allotment/management of Government Land
and grant of ownership rights in urban areas, and has issued
revised instructions. Accordingly, the Nazul Officer, Ambikapur,
forwarded the matter to the District Level Committee, Sarguja for

consideration.

The Additional Collector, Sarguja after receiving the information

from the Nazul Officer, Ambikapur, has forwarded the matter to the
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Collector, Sarguja for further orders. The Additional Collector,
Sarguja clearly mentioned that the applicant Ajay Kumar Tirkey,
resident of Namnakala, Tehsil Ambikapur, District Sarguja, has
constructed a house and boundary wall by encroaching upon
Government Nazul land situated at Gram Namnakala, being Nazul
Plot No. 613, land measuring 994.2 square meters out of total area
2.26 acres. The applicant has submitted a request for management

of the said land by depositing 152% of the amount as per prevailing
government guidelines.

However, vide Circular No. F-04-14 / Sat-1 / 2024 dated 23
July 2024, the Government of Chhattisgarh has cancelled earlier
circulars dated 11.09.2019, 26.10.2019, 20.05.2020 and
24.02.2022 relating to allotment/management/freehold  of
Government land in urban areas. The land in question is urban
saleable land and may be required for Government use in future.
Therefore, the ADM, Sarguja recommended that the application for

allotment may be rejected and forwarded the matter for further
orders to the Collector, Sarguja.

It is submitted that the Collector, Sarguja, vide its order, dated
02.09.2024, passed in case no. Case No. 121 / A-20(1) / 202324,
cancelled the allotment of part of Nazul Plot No. 613 comprising of
land measuring 994.2 square meters out of total area 2.26 acres, to
Dr. Ajay Kumar Tirkey, son of Late Ishaq Tirkey, resident of
Namnakala, Tehsil Ambikapur, District Sarguja. The Collector,
Sarguja also directed the Nazul Officer, Ambikapur to initiate
necessary proceedings for removal of encroachment from the
Government Land in possession of Dr. Ajay Kumar Tirkey
(eviction proceedings) and take necessary action. However, till

dated no action has been taken in the matter and the trespasser is
still in possession of the Government Land.




That, the true copies of the aforesaid orders/letters are enclosed herewith

for ready reference of this Hon'ble Office.

It is pertinent to mention here, that the official Revenue Orders passed
by the Collector / Additional Collector, District Sarguja, Chhattisgarh,
clearly mentions that Dr. Ajay Tirkey (Scheduled Tribe) is illegally in
occupation of Government Nazul Land situated at Mohalla/Gram
Namnakala, Tehsil Ambikapur, District Sarguja. The Revenue Authorities
have categorically recorded that construction of residential/commercial
structure has been raised on the aforesaid Government land without
lawful allotment, and the same has been treated as encroachment.
Further, it is submitted that in the aforesaid matter the Non-Tribal
persons have taken huge financial loans by mortgaging a property
belonging to a Tribal Person, without any lawful authority. Hence, the said
act of the persons involved in the matter are violative of the provisions of
the Constitution of India as well as local laws and completely
impermissible and punishable offence under the criminal laws of the

country.

That, the private individuals involved in the present controversy are
illegally using a parcel of land belonging to the Schedule Tribe
Community member, without any approval from the competent authority.
That as per the Chhattisgarh Land Revenue Code, PESA Act, and
constitutional protections under Articles 244 & 275, Tribal land cannot be
transferred, leased, mortgaged, or commercially exploited without strict
statutory compliahce.

It is submitted that the construction of the hospital has been carried
out on Tribal land through contractual arrangements, which is
impermissible in law. The hospital is a commercial medical
establishment, not a welfare or government hospital. That the revenue

orders and permissions enclosed herewith clearly indicates that:




a)  The land is Nazul / Government / Tribal-protected land
b)  Permission, if any, was conditional and limited
c)  The land cannot be used for commercial exploitation beyond

permitted purposes

It is further submitted that the management of the aforesaid private
hospital have obtained illegal loans and committed financial irregularities.
It is vital to point out herein that loans have been raised by the hospital
partners by mortgaging/ creating a security interest on a land belonging
to the member of the Schedule Tribe community. It is submitted that tribal
land rights are being used as collateral, which is expressly prohibited
under the applicable law. The benefits of such loans are enjoyed by non-
tribal partners, while Tribal landholders are exposed to loss of land and
rights. That even loans have been taken on non-tribal land for
construction of hospital over Tribal land, indicating benami and
colourable transactions, which grbss violation of the laws and cannot be
allowed to be continued. Moreover, the management board of the
aforesaid hospital have political backing of the previous government i.e.

members/ex-ministers.

That, the private individuals have made illegal encroachment over the
land belonging to the government and carried out irregular constructions.
This Hon'ble Office is requested to conduct exhaustive investigation on
the issue of : -
i) encroachment over Nazul / Government land,
ii) Encroachment over Tribal land,
i) Construction done without lawful diversion, land use change, or
competent authority approval.

It is imperative to submit herein that such acts attract offences
under: Chhattisgarh Land Revenue Code, SC/ST (Prevention of
Atrocities) Act (economic exploitation), provisions of BNS relating to

cheating, criminal conspiracy and Violation of PESA Act and

constitutional safeguards provided to the members of the Schedule Tribe
community.

That, the present case involves issue of public importance and blatant
failure and conspiracy on the part of the Local Administration. It is
submitted that despite availability of records with Tehsildar, Ambikapur,
District Collector, Sarguja, and Revenue Department, no effective action
has been taken, allowing continued illegal operation of the Sanjeevani
Hospital. That, this reflects administrative inaction, collusion, or gross

negligence, resulting in systematic erosion of Tribal land rights.

The continuation of Sanjeevani Hospital operations on Government
Nazul land, coupled with Tribal land misuse and mortgage for loans,
establishes a clear pattern of illegal occupation, financial exploitation, and
colourable transactions, warranting immediate central intervention.

It is further submitted that the private individuals along with local
administration are acting contrary to the Public Interest and Constitutional
provisions. That this Hon'ble Office of Prime Minister of India may kindly
be pleased to interfere in the present matter for safeguarding the interest
and land of the Schedule Tribes, take punitive action against the
individuals for violation of Fifth Schedule safeguards enshrined in the
Constitution of India, issue of illegal regularisation of Tribal land misuse.
It is most humbly submitted that if such activities are allowed to continue,

it will seriously undermine Tribal autonomy and constitutional guarantees.

In view of the aforesaid facts and circumstances, | most respectfully pray
that the Hon'ble Prime Minister's Office may kindly:

a) Direct an independent inquiry by a central or state-independent
agency
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b)  Order immediate verification of land records, loans, anqg
construction permissions

c)  Direct cancellation of illegal permissions / contracts, if any
d)  Order restoration and protection of Tribal land

e)  Fix personal accountability of erring officials and private
individuals.

f) Direct status-quo / sealing of illegal construction, if violations are
found.
